
K-State at Salina Parking Committee
Minutes

November 9, 2010

 Chair Bob Homolka called the meeting to order.  He said three was a concern the committee was spending too much time on the B1 lot issue than they should be.  He called for motion to approve October minutes.  Motion was made and seconded.  Motion carried and minutes were approved.

For the Good of the Campus – Bob met with Ken Kary, Director of Facilities.  They rode around campus to check on some parking lot issues such as the Aero West parking lot.    Bob stated the committee instead of reporting to the Vice President of Administration & Finance, they report to CAPC and Dean Kuhlman.  The dean also controls the money for Parking.
New Business – Two walk bridges are to be built to enable access from the B3 lot to the B1 lot so people can cross at the curve where Scanlan Avenue and Hayes Road intersect.  This is to be completed by May 2011 Graduation.  Larry Darrow is checking out for surplus materials to build them.  Rick will follow up on the progress.
A bid of $26,000 for resurfacing the AW hangar parking lot has been submitted.  Rick said the bid is to tear out the old concrete, insert sand and asphalt the lot.  Due to the building structure it was unknown if asphalt could be used.  If it had to be concrete again, the cost would triple.  He has only seen one bid so far.  Bob stated he was under the impression this was a “done deal”.  
Reconstruction of Aero Center parking lot to add an exit was discussed.  Cost estimate had been given of $8,000.  This is to eliminate the bottle neck that occurs when cars are coming and out of the lot.  It was asked of a member before the meeting about making Neely Road a through street to Hein Avenue.  With the Industrial Park plans, this would cause more traffic than just college personnel using the street and the City of Salina does not have it in theirs plans.  Les moved to ask the dean to follow procedure in attaining bids for the restructure of an exit out of the Aero Center.  It was seconded and motion carried.
Bob asked the student members for their opinions or concerns regarding parking issues.  Brett said paying for a permit but not allowed to park in the B1 lot due to the Visitor stalls.  Thomas wasn’t impressed with having an Information Booth out in the lot.  He felt all that should be handled through Admissions.  Steve had been questioned about why students who live the in halls weren’t allowed to park at the Aero Center.  It has never been allowed on Salina or Manhattan campus to buy both types of permits.  
More discussion on the B1 lot Visitor stalls was held.  Les asked how many Visitor stall rows and signage.  A comment about putting tires out with signs like the Handicap signs.  Rick said it would make snow removal harder since the signs have to be moved and then replaced afterwards.  Les made the motion to designate the east row of the B1 lot as Visitors only with the exception of the Handicap and Service stalls.  It was seconded. Motion carried.  This cuts down the number of stalls from 33 to 10 for visitors.
Les said he had talked to Ken Kary about getting recycling trashcans over in the hall lots.  Steve said there is a dumpster over there now.  Rick stated a party was held in the north lot and the trash was just thrown on the ground.  There are wooden trash cans in the lots but they aren’t always used.  He will talk to Ron Atkinson, the new Residence Life Coordinator to get the RAs involved with cleaning up the trash around the halls.

There will be no meeting in December or January.  Meetings will resume in February.  Meeting adjourned.
