October 12, 2010

Minutes

Chair Bob Homolka called the meeting to order.  There was a question about an amount in the minutes and it was verified as true.  It was moved and seconded to approve the minutes.  Motion passed.

For the Good of the Committee:  Bob reported about his meeting with the Dean.  The Dean would like to have the B1 lot open to Visitors since we had about 2800 to campus last year.  He suggested the SLC membership be raised to include the parking fees.  The Dean had a donor on campus who was upset after getting a ticket.  Ace commented on main campus donor visits are known ahead of time and arrangements are made by the Deans by purchasing Visitor permits and only the President can bag meters for guests.  
Since the Visitor stalls have gone into effect, the Dean is getting fewer calls about parking.  There was a discussion about putting a booth like main campus’ and have student workers man it to sell Temporary/Visitor permits and hand out maps and information. 

Discussion about the car count was held.  It was found the only time the stalls were full was on Thursday during lunch time.  Main campus vehicles were seen parked in the stalls as well.  The B1 lot has 99 stalls and it’s full usually on Monday, Wednesday & Friday due to classes.  For the past few years, the lot has not ticketed from 11:00 a.m. – 1:00 p.m.  It’s been a courtesy to the SAVT students who have 30 minutes for lunch.  Those living in the halls would have to park in the A1 lot and walk to the Cafeteria, eat, walk back to their vehicles and drive back to SAVT in that time.   Also, AmeriServe has moved the reduced meal from Tuesday to Wednesday to Thursdays.   Rick reported that 56 tickets were written between Sept 4th  – Oct 4th for the B1 lot.  Last year, only 23 tickets were written during the same time frame.  
The motorcycle stalls in the A1 lot will be doubled in the next couple of weeks.  A work order has been sent to have it extended to 12-13 stalls.  The estimate of cost is $3100.   The three Tech West motorcycle stalls will not be enlarged.  One ticket was written but it was voided due to Facilities had blocked it one day to do some work.  

Old Business:  Hugh moved to install a booth. It was seconded.  Discussion where to put it was held.  The Circle Drive is not big enough.  It would have to be placed where traffic would not be blocked.  Manning it could cost more than $14,500 a year.  If SLC parking was allowed in the Visitor stalls, the military contract would need to be rewritten to cover cost of permits.  Rick commented that the lot itself will need to be completely redone in the next couple of years.  There was a motion and second to table the issue.  Motion passed.  Bob said he will talk to the Dean and Alyson about possible funding for the booth.

There was a motion and second to reduce the number of stalls down to 10.  After discussion the motion was withdrawn.  There was a motion to that SLC parking fees be included in the membership fees.  Members would be given SLC parking permits.  Motion carried.  The motion was amended that SLC permits be raised to $30 a year and they be allowed in the B1 & B3 lots.  It was seconded and motion carried.  SLC permit sales were suspended when the Visitor stalls went in.  There will be more discussion regarding the Visitor stalls and information booth at the next meeting.
New Business:  Aero East parking lot needs to be repaired.  Pictures of the concrete were passed around.  Rick stated that to correctly repair it, the concrete slab will need to be torn out and re-poured.  He will check with Facilities to see what the cost will be.  

The next meeting will be Tuesday, November 9 from 12:30 – 1:30 p.m. in the TAC Conference room.  Motion to adjourn was made.  It was seconded and the meeting adjourned.
