d) why you need financial aid, and 

e) why you are interested in engineering technology program.

5. Have results of completed Free Application for Federal Financial Aid (FAFSA) on file at the financial aid office at K-State Salina. (Institution number 001928). If you need help filling out the FAFSA form, contact the financial aid office.

6. If you have less than 30 hours in college (technical/community or university), attach an official high school transcript along with:

1) your official transcript if you’re a current K-State student or 

2) your evaluated transcript if you’re a first year transfer student.

7. If you have more than 30 hours in college, attach your official K-State transcript if you’re a current K-State student or your evaluated transcript if you’re a first year transfer student.
